Welcome to Computers 8:

This course will be taught using Windows XP, the Microsoft Office 2003 suite and 
one of two Internet browsers.  Assignments will be posted at 
www.cmjhs.com/computers/  and also later at  www.cmjhscourses.com  

Our system is networked, which means you will not require disks, however it 
may be to your benefit to purchase a jump drive or a flash drive. You will be 
issued a user name and password which you must use to log on to the network. 
It is important that you remember this username and password, otherwise you 
will not be able to use the computers.  It is absolutely essential that you not 
tell anyone this information, the security of your documents is important.

This course will focus on digital imaging, photography and graphics.  We will be 
working in Photoshop Elements for a good portion of the year.   Other small 
projects will be interspersed with this throughout the year.
